ADJENDA
An adjenda for the year was set.  The Boat Ramp Project was the number one goal of this Board.  Chuck will be on the committee and will be the point man working with Dale, the engineer & whatever contractor Dale hires.
Exploring the weed issue in the lake was another goal.  Bill Busey has information on that.  Harold Torrey may also have more information on that (non-board member volunteer).

Continue researching the possibility of City Sewer.  Sharon will see if there is any further steps we can take on that.

Bill will begin exploring the possibility of obtain City Water for Terrace & Charlotte.  Chuck would also like to see City Water on W Lk Brantley Dr.  He will work with Bill.
Linda would like to see boat access to the beach park.  She will explore ideas and we will discuss the possibility of this after the Boat Ramp Project is complete.

BUSINESS

LAKE

Weeds are a big issue.  Per Bill, if we are to explore adding Karp to the lake, we may need to solicit other lake ront neighborhoods.  We would need 3 karp per acre ~ 269 acres.  Money would have to be raised not just in our community.  Janice Kagen will help Bill continue to research this.

PROPERTY

The property owned by CAWLB has been identified, as well as the property lost.  We never owned the land at Poinsetta to the lake ~ we do own Best Ever Park ~ the beach park is 2 lots ~ and the land at the end of Charlotte was lost to us some 30 years back.  The county now has our new mailing address.

BEACH PARK

The “Swim Area” sign need to be placed in the lake.  Farrell has them.  They need anchored.  Robert Martin volunteered to take a look and see if he can come up with an idea.  Bill will assist.  Signs should be 90’ out, 90’ across & 90’ back.

The Port-O-Let will again be ordered for the summer months.  Linda would like to see it from May thru August.  Robert Martin suggested the possibility of adding a “grey water tank” in the future.  This would mean we could add a more permanent facility.  Robert will explore and get pricing.

The addition of a hard dock outlining our swim area was discussed.  It would be a dock, floating or anchored, coming from the beach, straight out, across & back.  Boats could then come right to the dock if they wanted to come to the beach and our swimmers would be more protected since boat traffic could never accidently or purposely gain access to the swim area.  This idea will be further explored upon completion of the Boat Ramp Project.
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BOAT RAMP

Martha’s son-in-law Dale, who also lives in the community, and is our “hired” engineer on the project, has said that we have 3 phases to look at:  1 ~ construction; 2 ~ grading & parking; 3 ~ landscaping.  Dale will be our main point of contact with what ever contractor we hire, Chuck will talk to Dale as needed.
CITY WATER

Per Robert Martin, if Terrace, Charlotte & W Lk Brantley Dr obtain City Water, but some residents want to keep their well for landscape watering, they will need to install a $650 backflow kit.  Robert can certify these as they need to be re-certified every year.  Bill is making a pitch on the website to get community involvement.  St John’s River Mgmt has a map of our aquifer.
